Divisions and Principles

Division 1: The Dominion of God’s Kingdom Revealed in Prophecy.
Daniel 4:1-3

Principle #1: God’s people are reassured by and rejoice in the absolute accuracy
and power of God’s prophetic Word, which changes individual lives and the powers of
this evil world.

Division 2: The Danger of Personal Pride.
Daniel 4:4-27
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Principle #2: Pride is a great danger because it blinds unbelievers to their need for
repentance and blinds believers to God’s power, thereby stealing their peace and joy.

Division 3: The Certainty of Individual Accountability.
Daniel 4:28-37

Principle #3: Though God has the power to raise up and put down nations, we are
individually accountable before God, who mercifully desires to restore those whose
hearts are changed and who will look to him for their salvation.
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
